NOTE:

Wire all the indeor and outdoecr room speakers as shown in Fig. 1. Connect each colored wire to its properly labeled
terminal. SEE NOTE 1 FOR SHIELDED CABLE CONNECTIONS. Attach the speakers to their rough-in fixture with the screws
provided.

Wire all the remote controls and volume controls along with their corresponding speakers as shown in Fig. 2.
Connect each colored wire to its properly labeled terminal. SEE NGTE 1 FOR SHIELDED CABLE CONNECTIONS. Attach the
cantrols and speakers to their rough-in fixture with the screws provided.

Wire all the door speakers and door bell buttons as shown in Fig. 3. Connect each cotored wire to its properly
labeled terminal. SEE NOTE 1 FOR SHIELDED CABLE CONNECTIONS. Attach the speakers to their rough-in fixture with
the screws provided.

Wire all the door release and remote scanning speakers as shown in Fig. 4. Connect each colored wire to its
properly labeled terminal (nocte underiined exceptions in Fig 4). SEE NOTE 1 FOR SHIELDED CABLE CONNECTIONS. Attach
the speakers to their rough-in fixture with the screws provided.

Connect the AWPM as shown in Fig. 5. Attach the AWPM to the single gang box with the screws provided.

Using the installer’s ¥Third Hand" (the hcavy green wire strapped across the back of the MC350A), hang the master
contral unit on the hook located at the inside-top of the wall housing. This will free your hands.

Connect all the room cables, patio room cables, door cables, door rclease cables, and antenna cables to the proper
terminals an the back of the master contral unit. Refer to Fig. & for all the connections and colors.

Connect the chime harness (if applicable) and all accesscories such as CD player, or Tape player to the proper jacks
labeled in Fig. 7.

Connect the power harmess to the plug located in the top-right of the wall housing as shown in Fig. 7. Be sure this
15 the last connection to be made. Discomnect the power harness pefore connecting oF disconnecting anything else.

Carefully mount the master control unit using the two screws provided. 1f the optional wood frame is used, it should
be sandwiched between the master control unit and the wall as shown in Fig 7.

Performing the following test on the unit to make sure everything is working properly. Put the unit in the test
mode by depressing the UP, 2, and DISPLAY buttons at the same time and releasing the DISPLAY button first. The unit
should display TEST (or 00000 on early models). 1f the unit displays something else or if “g" blinks on the display
every 50 often, see the troubleshooting guide to diagnose the problem. 1f ckay, depress and hold the ROOM TALK and
DOOR TALK buttons on the master. The unit should alternate between TEST (or 0008c) and “E" cvery & secands. 1f
this does not happen, again refer to the troubleshooting guide. If okay, have another person go to each speaker and
remote control and depress and hold the DOOR LISTEN and ROOM TALK buttons. Each speaker ar control is good if the
display shows "3" when its buttons are pressed. [f not, refer to the troubleshaoting guide.

Follow the cperating instructions provided with the system for proper operation.
ALl shield drain Wwires must be connected to the shield terminal post on the master. Shield drain wires must be

insulated to prevent shorts to circuit board or other metal parts. ALl shield drain wires can be commoned tc onc
wire that 1s connected to the shield terminal. Shield drain wire at speaker end must be cutoff and not connected.
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
