To terminate the Auto Function, press the
Auto Function button OFF, The indicator light tums off, and the
Automatc On/Off feature ceases o operate.

Note: If you make a mistake when eniering numbers, press the Cancel
butten 11 on the keypad and repeat the operation. In all cases you must
press the Enter button 10 within 9 seconds after vou enter the numbers, or
that selection is lost and must be rekeyed,

Turning the Radio On and Adjusting Volume

Step 1 Towrn the radio on, press cither the AM 3 orFM 4 buiton.
Pressing the Off button 7 turns the radio off.

Step 2 To adjust the radio volume of the Master Unit, rotate the Left 26
and Right 27 Speaker Volume knobs clockwise. Rotating the
knobs counterclockwise decreases volume,

Step 3 To adjust the radio volume for the room units, rolate the Sysiem
Level knob 23 clockwise, Rotating the knob counterclockwise
decreases volume.

Here’s a Tip: Setting the System Level knob 23 to maximum
volume (fully clockwise) distorts the quality of sound al the room
unil speakers. Remember that each room unit also has a volume
control. For best sound quality, use a moderate system level setting
at the Master Unit and adjust individual room unit volume settings
as needed.

Adjusting the Tone (Bass/Treble)

You use 1wo controls, the Bass Response knob 24, and the Treble Response
knob 25 ,toadjust the tone. Rotating the Bass Response knob clockwise
increases BASS. Rotating the kneb counterclockwise decreases BASS.
Rotating the Treble Response knob clockwise increases TREBLE. Rotting
the knob counterclockwisce decreases TREBLE,
